3. Be applying to a four-year accredited college or university.

4. Will have been actively involved in community service.

5. Will have been actively involved in the church.

6. Will provide two letters of reference.

7. Will agree to a scheduled interview.

8. Will complete the application form by the designated time.

9. To be considered for this scholarship once in college, a progress report and proof of grades must be submitted for each academic year.

Members of Our Shepherd Lutheran Church wishing to apply for the ROBERT E. SHERMAN MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP should meet the following criteria:

1. Be a communing member of Our Shepherd Lutheran Church for at least one year.

2. Demonstrate academic achievement—excellence in effort and performance.

3. Demonstrate Christian character, service, and citizenship by participation in and/or leadership in activities in the church, school, or community.

4. Clear statement of educational and career goals.

5. Financial need will be considered but is not the primary factor in awards.

6. Will provide two letters of reference.

7. Will agree to a scheduled interview.

8. Will complete the application form by the designated time.

9. Provide transcript for review. Once in college, a progress report and proof of grades must be submitted for each academic year.

Checks will be made out to the institution but provided to the student.
